It is my hope for those of you who 

were able to attend the Assembly that 

you have brought back the same feel-

ing that I had thirty years ago;  the 

desire to make sisterhood your life's 

project.

As first time delegates to the WRJ 

Assembly, it is our pleasure to re-

port on our experience.  

òWe loved it!ó 

We really realized that we are so 

very much a part of a much larger 

organization.  As part of WRJ, we 

have access to a wealth of resources 

such as materials and program 

ideas,  as well as an amazingly tal-

ented, energetic, supportive group 

of women. Any of us can access in-

formation from the WRJ web-

site.  The site is there to be used by 

all sisterhood members.  

Rosanne Selfon, in her outgoing 

presidential address asked the 

question that she had been asked 

regularly during her presi-

dency.  òDo congregations really 

need a sisterhood?  In our egalitar-

ian movement, what value does a 

single gender organization for 

women bring to temple life where 

myriad committees and special in-

terest groups exist?  Her response 

she stated has always been in the 

affirmative both for the benefit of 

the women involved and for the 

world that these women af-

fect.  Sisterhood women share spe-

cial bonds as well as a collective 

commitment to mitzvotó.   

This is what we overwhelmingly 

experienced at the Assem-

bly.    Being part of a sisterhood of 

women is very, very special.  

We learned from the sessions we 

attended.  For example, there was 

òGetting the Most Out of the 47th 

Assembly, and òUnderstanding and 

Using Technology When We Didnõt 

Grow Up With Itó. Many good ideas 

came from  two budgeting seminars 

and on Shabbat there was the 

thought -provoking session on inter-

marriage and a very humorous ses-

sion entitled òSex in the Jewish Tra-

ditionó led by Dr. Ruth Westheimer. 

Attending the opening plenary ses-

sion, where the work and future of 

WRJ were seriously discussed, 

made us realize just how vital our 

presence, our voice and our vote 

are.  We truly are stronger to-

gether.  During this plenary, we 

heard a very moving key -note ad-

dress by Dr. Izzeldin Abuelaish, a 

Palestinian physician who lost three 

of his daughters in an Israeli military 

attack in Gaza and has become a 

symbol of hope and peace between 

the Israelis and Palestinians.  

During  the second plenary ses-

sion,  Judy Feld Carr, who secretly 

brought over 3,000 Syrian Jews pro-

hibited from leaving that coun-

try,  out of Syria, was awarded the 

Dr. Jane Evans:  Pursuit of Justice 

Award.  Her talk was spellbinding.  

The YES Fund Luncheon gave us a 

greater understanding of the scope 

of this fund and how WRJ strives to 

sustain and enhance the ideals of 

Reform Judaism and to ensure its 

future throughout North America, 

Israel and around the world by sup-

porting the Youth, Education and 

Special Projects of Reform Juda-

ism.  The District lunch gave us a 

feeling of being with òlandesmenó  

an immediate feeling of closeness 

and camaraderie and a chance to 

share viewpoints and fundraising 

ideas with other Sisterhoods work-

ing towards common goals.  

The bonding that took place be-

tween each delegate and volunteer 

alike was at times emotionally in-

tense, particularly during the Kab-

balat Shabbat Service and the Shab-

bat morning Tõfillah.  To recite the 

Shõma collectively with 3,000 other 

Reform Jews, to dance the hora 

while others carried the Torahs sent 

shivers down our  spines.  To this 

day, when we think back to the ex-

perience, it is still overwhelming.  

At the last Plenary Session, it was a 

proud moment for us to witness two 

members of our Sisterhood in-

stalled, namely Sara Charney as 5th 

Vice President of the Board of WRJ 

and Lyn Feldman as WRJ Board 

Member.  

Finally, thank you 

to  Sara Charney  and Janice Babins, 

the chairs of local arrange-

ments.  This was a job so well done!

us who volunteered ð everywhere 

we went, when people discovered 

we were from Toronto, they were 

quick to compliment the wonderful 

òwomen in the red apronsó.  

We want to thank Sisterhood for the 

opportunity to participate as dele-

gates at this Assembly and wish all 

of our sisters who have not yet had 

this experience, such an opportu-

nity in the future.

We heard Michael Oren, Israeli Am-

bassador to the U.S. and Tony Blair, 

former Prime Minister of the United 

Kingdom speak.  

Rabbi Eric Yoffie unveiled a compre-

hensive program for deepening and 

enhancing Shabbat observance in a 

Reform context called òEmbracing 

Shabbat."  

I was honored to represent us at the 

YES Fund Luncheon to receive the 

Kavod Award for outstanding 

achievement in YES Fund donations, 

presented by Rabbi David Saper-

stein, with whom I grew up at Temple 

Emanu-El! 

I attended Friday night services with 

over 3000 people followed by the 

Oneg Song Fest. What an experience 

to sing and laugh together, and to 

dance arm in arm with strangers!  

Saturday morning services were 

something to behold - praying with so 

many people who knew all the 

prayers and blessings, just like me. 

The volunteer choir was absolutely 

phenomenal. And then, hakafot. The 

music plays, the Torahs come out and 

suddenly people are dancing the 

hora in the aisles, spinning by arm in 

arm. I didnõt join in, I just wanted to 

stand back and take it all in. There 

goes a group, all adults with one little 

boy with his little legs moving so fast 

just to keep up. Another line passes 

in front of me with a little dog running 

along. Look again and a little lady 

dances by ð itõs Dr. Ruth! (Did I men-

tion she gave me some homework?)  

There was not a dry eye in the room 

when Judy Feld Carr accepted the Dr. 

Jane Evans Pursuit of Justice award.  

Over 28 years, she single handedly 

negotiated the release of over 3,000 

Jews from Syria, creating a kind of 

Underground Railroad. This unassum-

ing woman did a most extraordinary 

thing and is so very humble. Would I 

have the courage and strength to do 

what she did?  

The crying continued as Rabbi Jacob 

spoke and Barbara Stern presented a 

Torah to Rabbi Ayala Miron of syna-

gogue Bavat Ayin in Israel. She spoke 

not only about the struggles of being 

a Reform Jew in Israel but also of the 

struggles of being a woman Rabbi in 

Israel.  

What an inspiring experience. There 

are so many smart, strong women 

involved in WRJ.  They nurture and 

inspire the future generation of lead-

ers of WRJ and I feel incredibly hon-

ored to have been there with them.
